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ABSTRACT

This study examines the phenomenon of ellipsis in Quranic verse endings (fawasil) as a
unique rhetorical device that reflects the linguistic inimitability of the Quran. The
significance of ellipsis lies in its ability to achieve brevity and beauty, enhance the
phonetic rhythm of Quranic texts, and intensify meanings, making the text deeper and
richer. The study aims to explore the rhetorical and semantic dimensions of ellipsis in
Quranic verse endings, focusing on how this technique contributes to textual cohesion,
rhythmic harmony, and the revelation of implicit meanings. An analytical approach was
adopted, integrating rhetorical, linguistic, and textual tools. A selection of Quranic
chapters—Surat At-Tawbah, Al-Isra, Ar-Rahman, An-Naba, Al-Qiyamah, and At-
Takwir—was analyzed, as they exhibit clear instances of ellipsis in their verse endings.
These examples were examined using modern textual analysis tools to understand how
ellipsis serves aesthetic and rhetorical purposes. The findings indicate that ellipsis in
Quranic verse endings contributes to sonic harmony and conciseness without
compromising meaning, showcasing the Quran’s mastery in balancing aesthetics and
semantics. The study also highlights how ellipsis engages the reader, prompting them to
infer the omitted meanings, making the Quranic text ever-renewing and adaptable
across different cultures and interpretations. Furthermore, this research demonstrates
that ellipsis in Quranic verse endings is not merely a rhetorical device but a fundamental
structural element that underscores the linguistic and rhetorical inimitability of the
Quran. This makes Quranic texts a unique model of literary and spiritual creativity.
